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1. cell - the basic unit of structure and function for all living organisms

2. cell wall - a ridgid structure on the outside of the plasma membrane in plant, fungi, and bacteria cells

3. chloroplast - a membrane-bound organelle that makes food (does photosynthesis)

4. cytoplasm - gel-like material inside cells

5. endoplasmic reticulum (ER) – a membrane-bound organelle that produces, transports, and modifies materials

6. eukaryote - a cell that has membrane-bound organelles

7. Golgi apparatus - a membrane-bound organelle that modifies packages materials for delivery inside and out of the cell

8. lysosome - a membrane-bound organelle that breaks down and digests materials

9. mitochondrion - a membrane-bound organelle that releases energy (does cellular respiration)

10. nucleus - a membrane-bound organelle which contains DNA (genetic material)

11. organ
- a group a tissues that work together to perform closely related functions

12. organ system - a group of organs that work together to perform a specific function

13. organelle - a specialized structure of a cell that performs specific functions

14. plasma membrane - a lipid bilayer surrounding all cells that makes the border between the cell and the outside environment

15. prokaryote - a cell that lacks membrane-bound organelles

16. ribosome - an organelle where proteins are made

17. tissue - a group of similar cells that perform a particular function

18. vacuole - a membrane-bound organelle that stores water and nutrients

19. vesicle - a membrane-bound sac that is used to transport materials
